"SCHOOLS OF LOKHVITSKY COUNTY" - APROJECT DESIGN OF
LOCAL INITIATIVES FOR THE ARCHITECTURAL HERITAGE

Preserving the architectural heritage as an important component of national
memory and identity today is undeniable. The relevance of security-related issues
does not diminish over time, but only becomes more acute as a result of their
destruction and decline.

The local schools of Lokhvytskyi district of Poltava region became not only
monuments of Ukrainian modernity, but also a phenomenon of resistance to Russian
empire and assimilation. During 1910-1916 over 70 schools were built in the
Lokhvytskyi district of Poltava province, following the typical designs of the famous
architect Opanas Slastion. Characteristic of the Lochwitz Zemstvo schools are the
risolites and towers, which are the dominant architectural heart of the village. The
houses are decorated with Ukrainian brick ornaments, suggesting associations with
embroidery patterns, hexagonal windows that give a sense of light and space, tent
roofs with several kinks, original cornices. In total, 8 projects were developed for 1-4
sets (classes) with a harmonious combination of functional technological solutions
and decorative features. In addition to the classrooms, the walls of which were sliding
so that the rooms could be converted into larger ones - little used in technology at the
time - a library and living quarters for teachers were designed in schools. The project
turned out to be so successful that similar schools were built in Sumy and Chernihiv
regions.

As of today, there are 51 schools. Currently destroyed schools: 8, destroyed: 4,
abandoned: 17, used: 15, used as schools: 15. Therefore, it is advisable to consider
one of the successful local initiatives - the public movement "Schools Lokhvytsky
Zemstvo", created by the initiative of O. Gerasimyuk. Thanks to a group of
enthusiasts, the rural schools of Opanas Slastion are returning from almost complete
destruction and oblivion. Sets of accounting documentation for each object were
made by the Architect I. Bykov's Workshop. Priest and journalist A. Vlasenko since

2008 goes on an expedition, collecting materials. The aloum was released at his own

expense - today it is the most complete printed catalog of the schools of Opanas
Slastion. Many citizens have formed a large virtual team of researchers, searchers,
fans. More than 30 exceptional schools in the style of Ukrainian architectural art
nouveau are listed in the State Register of immovable monuments of Ukraine of local
Importance as meeting the set criteria. Now the surviving ones are located mainly in
the territory of Poltava region. Until recently, most of these unique structures were
abandoned.
