To overcome these challenges, companies need to: invest more in personnel training,
software, and equipment upgrades; implement digitalization gradually, which will not require
significant resources immediately and will allow for an economic effect in individual areas, to
involve qualified specialists in the field of digitalization, who will help not only in the
implementation of technological solutions, but also in the training of the company's necessary
specialists in this area; to organize personnel training, to encourage employees to do so; cooperate
with software and hardware manufacturers; regularly assess the effectiveness of the use of
technologies and identify possible reserves.
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WAYS TO STABILISE THE FINANCIAL SYSTEM OF UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF
EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

Stabilization of Ukraine's financial system is critical to ensuring economic growth, attracting
investment and improving living standards. The primary task is to implement an effective monetary
policy aimed at controlling inflation and stabilizing the national currency.

The National Bank of Ukraine should pursue an inflation targeting policy, setting clear targets
and using monetary policy instruments to achieve them. An important aspect is the management of
foreign exchange reserves and interventions in the foreign exchange market when necessary.

Equally important is fiscal policy aimed at ensuring budgetary discipline. The government
should reduce the state budget deficit and debt burden by improving the efficiency of the tax system
and cutting inefficient spending.

Structural reforms in the public sector should be implemented to reduce corruption, increase
transparency and improve the efficiency of public financial management.

Strengthening the banking sector is another key element of financial system stabilization. This
includes raising capital requirements for banks, conducting stress tests and ensuring proper
supervision of financial institutions.

Improving the investment climate and attracting investment is an important step towards
stabilization. This requires creating favorable conditions for domestic and foreign investors,
including the protection of property rights, reduction of bureaucratic obstacles and tax incentives for
investors. Investing in infrastructure projects can increase economic activity and create new jobs,
which will contribute to economic growth.

International support also plays an important role in stabilizing Ukraine's financial system.
Continued cooperation with the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank, the European Bank
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for Reconstruction and Development, and other international financial institutions is essential to
obtain financial assistance and expert support for reforms.

Deepening economic integration with the European Union and other international markets
will help expand export opportunities and attract foreign investment.

An important aspect of stabilization is social policy, which should include social protection
programmers for the most vulnerable segments of the population. This will help reduce social
tensions and support domestic demand.

Stabilizing Ukraine's financial system requires a comprehensive approach that includes
monetary and fiscal measures, strengthening the banking sector, attracting investment, international
support and social policy. Only systematic and consistent actions can ensure sustainable economic
growth and improve the welfare of the population.
