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It is therefore not accidental that the issue of influencing the enemy’s armed forces,
and especially the issue of counteracting such influence, has become increasingly
relevant in the context of the transformation of warfare and the growing role of armed
violence in interstate relations.

Information security of the individual is the readiness and ability of a person to
preserve the integrity and stability of their worldview positions, system of values and
value orientations, beliefs, and life strategies under conditions of informational-
propaganda and informational-psychological influences on consciousness and psyche,
as well as in the context of the civilizational identification of society and the individual
and sociocultural transformations of society.

The factors influencing the effectiveness of the functioning of the individual’s
information security include:

— the level of formation and integrity of all components of personal information
security (worldview-mental, cognitive, and cultural);

—the intensity and direction of informational-propaganda and informational-
psychological influences directly aimed at introducing destructive information into a
person’s consciousness and/or subconsciousness;

— the level of development of consciousness and the stability of the individual’s
psychological functioning;

— the immediate conditions of an individual’s life activity;

— the effectiveness of the functioning of the system for counteracting the enemy’s
informational-propaganda and informational-psychological influences.
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The modern Ukrainian Cossacks played a role in the processes of state formation,
the establishment of the foundations of national ideology, and the formation of the
mental foundations of Ukrainian society at the beginning of Ukrainian independence.
At the end of the 20th century, the activation of political life in Ukraine led to the
emergence of Cossack public formations. However, the development of the Cossacks
took on the characteristics of a nonlinear, multi-stage process. In our opinion, the
characteristic features of its revival and functioning as a social institution in the period
1991-2015 include: the organizational spontaneity of the movement objectively
determined the spontaneity and controversy of sociopolitical processes; the attempt to
replace the Cossacks with a formalized surrogate that was more convenient for the
authorities; the revival and organizational formation of the Cossack movement was
closely linked to and determined by the personal moral qualities of those who led these
processes; the absence of any clear, universally understood ideas and spiritual
guidelines; an indifferent, passive (and sometimes openly scandalous position
regarding the participation of Cossack units in the ATO zone in 2014-2015 and during
the active phase of the war for independence from February 24, 2022.

That, the “Cossack idea” in Ukraine is currently in a state of systemic crisis and
has not worked, at least in a political sense. Probably, the glorious historical Cossack
past should remain in our memory as a brick in the historical foundation on which the
complex of new ideologemes of the modern Ukrainian nation is being built.
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
