The article examines the current state, structural transformations, and
recovery prospects of Ukraine’s tourism infrastructure under conditions of full-
scale military invasion. The research integrates recent statistical data (2022—
2025), econometric modeling, and scenario forecasting to assess the impact of key
factors on the development of the tourism sector. Particular attention is paid to the
dynamics of tourist tax revenues, changes in hotel occupancy rates, and structural
shifts in accommodation facilities.

The study analyses the dynamics of key sectoral indicators for 2021-20235,
including tourist tax revenues to local budgets (including a record UAH 359
million in 2025 — a 31% increase over 2024 and 1.5 times higher than the pre-
war level of 2021), the number of accommodation establishments, hotel occupancy
rates, and employment in the tourism sector. Significant regional disparities in
recovery are identified: while Western regions of Ukraine demonstrates hotel
occupancy rates of 60-70%, Ivano-Frankivsk region set a record with tourist tax
revenues growing 4.5 times compared to pre-war 2021, eastern and southern
regions remain in critical condition due to ongoing hostilities. The main
challenges facing the industry are identified: economic instability (cited by 71% of
surveyed enterprises), staff shortages (42%), blackouts and infrastructure



destruction. Approaches to tourist destination development based on glocalisation
principles are systematised. New tourism directions that have emerged under war
conditions are explored, including wellness tourism, military tourism, and
inclusive tourism. Scenarios and strategic priorities for post-war recovery are
examined with reference to international post-conflict experience. The article
concludes that despite significant damage, the Ukrainian tourism industry
demonstrates remarkable resilience: tourist tax collections grew by 23% in 2024,
96 new accommodation facilities opened, and 2.5 million foreign tourists visited
the country despite active hostilities. The findings provide evidence that timely
strategic planning and state support can accelerate the sector’s recovery and

contribute to Ukraine’s broader economic reconstruction.
